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Design Statement: We are the i-Generation, and the world orbits our Anthropocene axis of wants and consumer choices, which has resulted in complex cumulative consequences globally, in the form of economic, political, social & ecological storms. At the eye of the storm is ”i," the insatiable human ego, rapaciously devouring the earth's natural resources, endangering the very survival of the human race. As destruction outweighs creation, all eyes, both human and wild, bear witness to the volatile, imbalanced, fragile state of the planet. We need to understand that our human context encompasses everything that preceded us and continues to co-evolve with us. When we damage the wild we are essentially amputating and destroying parts of our own story. The outward storms are a manifestation of the storms brewing within, unresolved conflicts stemming from the separation sickness we endure with the wild. The base painting of the i-Storm egg is thus a satellite image of the eye of a tropical storm, portraying physical evidence of our impact on the natural world, upon which numerous eyes have been overlaid, in corresponding colors. The eyes offer commentary on our lack of insight, foresight and hindsight, because we don't look to our past and learn from our mistakes, and we don't account for the future in the choices we make today. We simply do not see, despite the overwhelming realities we are enveloped by. We need to open our eyes and take a hard look at our colossal blind spots.
